Carl Suckling, Deputy Neighbourhood Manager (Improving Neighbourhoods) from the Borough Council of King’s Lynn and West Norfolk said, 

“To be honest I really didn’t know what to expect at Manton, I thought that we were coming to see you to have a look round facilities and have a general discussion about the joys of neighbourhood management.  What I got was something far more impressive, the range of initiatives taking place within the Manton community is truly inspiring; work around community engagement, developing community leaders through Count Me In (realising we all are somebody!), participatory budgeting and the facilities being developed, great stuff.
