The second Voice - Your Choice! Event was held on Saturday 28th July when residents dropped in to say what projects they would spend the £50,000 on if it was up to them.

Each of the 5 priorities had 3 projects for residents to choose from.  Residents visited stands and chatted with people to find out more about the projects before choosing which ones they would like to see in Manton.

100 Manton residents chose the projects on the day.  Again, we were careful that these residents represented the age and gender of Manton so all of Manton has the chance to benefit.

As Manton is part of the national pilot to get local residents to say how money should be invested in their own community, observers representing Government came to see how we did it.  These observers talked with residents and those on the stands to see what they thought of the process.

On the day the Returning Officer was Mark Waters from the Participatory Budgeting Unit.  He observed the count and announced the projects that are to be funded.

Representatives from the process will be visiting London to discuss the events.  This means that Manton has the opportunity to directly influence national policy.
