Where there used to be two schools there is now only one, Ryton Park.  Nottinghamshire County Council believes it makes sense to bring the two existing sites together so that there is one school on one site. 

Wherever possible the Local Authority seeks to avoid split sites schools, they are difficult to manage and do not offer the same flexibility that a school on a single site can offer.

The funding for the new school must be spent by August 2011 which leaves very little time to do everything that is necessary to have the new school built and finished.  It is vital that we identify a site in the very near future and this leaves insufficient time to sell land and purchase a new site.

Both the sites currently occupied by the Bassetlaw Learning Centre and the Sparken Hill site will need to meet planning and highways requirements on any proposed scheme which is why the Local Authority is currently undertaking a feasibility study to identify the best site for the new school building.

The school is being built to accommodate 2.5 forms of entry (FE) 

That is 2.5 classes of 30 children in each year group plus a Nursery / Foundation Unit.  It will be built so that it can be expanded to 3 FE in future if this proves necessary.  So the initial size of the school will be 525 plus Nursery.
